ÅWhen Paul states άƴƻǘ L ōǳǘ ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘέΣ he 
is appealing to previous teachings of Jesus 
for authority (Matt. 5:32, Matt. 19:9)

ÅIn verse 12, he is NOT stating that he is 
about to give an opinion, but that he is 
going to give inspired instruction on a 
topic that Jesus never preached on 
(marriage of a believer to an unbeliever).



Å1Co 7:15  But if the unbelieving depart, 
let him depart. A brother or a sister is 
not under bondage in such cases: but 
God hath called us to peace. (KJV)

Å1Co 7:15  But if the unbelieving partner 
separates, let it be so. In such cases the 
brother or sister is not enslaved. God 
has called you to peace. (ESV)

ÅThe word bondage ƛǎ άDoulooέ-
defined as enslaved.

ÅUsed in 8 verses in the NT.

ÅEvery time it is in reference to being 
enslaved to something or someone.

ÅIT NEVER is used to refer to the 
marriage bond.
