ÅThe entire gospel of John was written, "so that 
you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son 
of God, and that believing, you may have life 
through his name," (John 20:31). 

ÅBelieving is placing all of ones trust or 
confidence in Jesus, and acting on that trust as 
one does the will of Jesus.
