INTRODUCTION TO 15T JOHN
- AUTHORSHIP -

 The writer does not mention himself
by hame. Could be that he was well
known.

- Most scholars accept the tradition
that John the Apostle wrote this
letter.

— Similarity of Writing.
— The author is an eyewitness (1:1-4). Also,

the introduction is similar to John’s
gospel.

— Many early Christian writers attribute it
to John.



* [reneaus (AD. 136200)ca W2 Ky (i
disciple of our Lord, who leaned on His
breast, himself published the Gospel while
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following a quotation from 1 John 2.

* Clement of Alexandria (AD. 170X
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 Tertullian ¢ Cites # John as being from the
Apostle (AD. 198).



INTRODUCTION TO 15T JOHN
- PLACE OF WRITING -

* There is no internal evidence as
to the location of the author at
the time of writing.

* It is presumed that if John wrote
it, it would have been from
Ephesus.

 After His exile at Patmos he
settlied in Ephesus.



INTRODUCTION TO 15T JOHN
- DATE-

- A date in the 90’s seems
appropriate.

- John seems to be older because
he refers to the readers as
children.

It Is assumed that it would be
around the time of the
composition of the Gospel of
John.
