A David begins this Psalm by identifying two
common Old Testament names for God:

I The first word translated "Lord" is the Hebrew YHWF

the personal name of God.

I The second word translated "Lord" is the Hebrew
ADONAI.

I Both of these terms convey how only YHWH is wo
to be one's lord.

I Specifically, when God's power Is seen In creation
how He deals with man, only one logical conclusio
will result. He deserves to be my Lord.

A David declares that His name is the most
majestic out of the literally thousands of
names that exist on the earth (including both
man and beast).
