Generosity In Our Giving
ÅOne of the most neglected and forsaken areas of 

worship is the act of Giving.

ÅWhen a person begins to get of track in their 

Christian walk this is one off the first areas that 

begins to suffer.

ÅGiving on the first day of the week is a wonderful 

expression of worship and devotion toward God.

ÅThere are many similarities between the act of 

giving in the Christian system and the sacrifices of 

the Old Testament.

ÅGiving is an action of worship that we should all do.



Why is giving an action of worship?

ÅGiving fulfills the threefold purpose of worship.

ÅFirst, worship is the expression of the inner, 

spiritual part of man. Giving fits this purpose.

ÅSecond, worship is to be directed to God. We give 

to God, not to the elders or preacher.

ÅThird, congregational worship is for mutual 

edification. When we give we do it to help out those 

in need and to support good works. This action 

edifies. 



Some Preliminary Considerations
ÅNothing reveals our love, attitude and faith more 

than our giving.

ÅIt has been said ñThe manner of giving shows the 

character of the giver more than the gift itselfò 

(Lavater).

ÅGod gave because He loved (John 3:16).

ÅMartin Luther once said ñThe heart of the giver 

makes the gift dear and preciousò.



Justin Martyr on Worship (150 A.D)

ÅOn the day called Sunday all who live in 

the cities or in the country gather at one 

place and the memoir of the apostles or 

the writings of the prophets are read as 

long as time permits. When the reader has 

finished, the one who is presiding instructs 

us in a brief discourse and exhorts us to 

imitate these noble things. Then we all 

stand up together and offer prayers... 



ÅWhen we have finished the prayer, bread is 

brought forth, and wine mixed with water, and the 

presiding minister offers up prayers and 

thanksgiving to the best of his ability, and the 

people assent, saying the Amen; after this the 

consecrated elements are distributed and received 

by each oneéThose who prosper, and who so 

wish, contribute what each thinks fit. What is 

collected is deposited with the presiding minister 

who takes care of the orphans and widows, and 

those who are in need because of sickness or 

some other reason, and those who are imprisoned, 

and the strangers and sojourners among us.

Question 7: How much should I give?

ɆThe NT never specifies a percentage.

ɆOur money which belongs to God is under our 
control. How we use it is up to us. (Acts 5:1-5).

ɆGive as you have paid, prospered and prepared.

ɆREMEMBER: Worship begins in the heart. If 
giving is worship, it needs to begin in the heart 
to!

ɆAlways look for ways to increase your giving.

ɆSacrifice yourself first and the monetary sacrifice 
will follow (Rom 12:1)



Question 8: Is there a wrong way to give?
ɆWhen you give to glorify yourself and not God. That is 

not worship.

Ɇ"Beware of practicing your righteousness before other 
people in order to be seen by them, for then you will have 
no reward from your Father who is in heaven. Thus, when 
you give to the needy, sound no trumpet before you, as 
the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, 
that they may be praised by others. Truly, I say to you, 
they have received their reward. But when you give to the 
needy, do not let your left hand know what your right 
hand is doing, so that your giving may be in secret. And
