Introduction
ÅA central part of Christian Worship is 

the Lordõs Supper when the church 

meets on the first day of the week.

ÅThe Lordõs Supper is a memorial of the 

defining event of our faith, the death of 

Jesus Christ.

ÅIn itõs observance, the church communes 

with Jesus and with one another in a 

sacred messianic meal.



The Origin of The Lordõs Supper

ÅJesus instituted the LS at the 

end of the Passover Feast of 

the Jews.

ÅThe symbolism between the 

LS and the Passover is similar.

ðBlood Saved

ðThe Elements of the Meal.

ðIn remembrance of a  
monumental event.

Å(Matt. 26:26-27)



The Promise of the Lordõs Supper

ÅJesus told His disciples that this was not the 

last time and place in which he would observe 

this memorial feast with them. (Matt. 26:29)

ÅJesus promised that He would be present when 

they ðand we would observe the LS. The 

Kingdom He refers to is His church.

ÅIn the Lordõs Supper we enjoy a fellowship meal 
with our Savior.



What is the Lordõs Supper to Me?
Å1. The Lordõs Supper is a sacred tradition from Christ 

and the Apostles (1 Cor. 11:23).

Å2. The Lordõs Supper is a messianic banquet. (Luke 
22:18)

ðEvery Sunday citizens of His kingdom gather 
around the table to eat the LS. 

ðEvery time Jesus the host is present.

ðIt is a time of mutual communion between 
individual Christians with each other and with 
Jesus.

ðIt is important for all the members of a 
congregation to gather together for this occasion 
òwait for one anotheró (1 Cor. 11:33)



What is the Lordõs Supper to Me?
Å3. The LS is a thanksgiving feast.

Å4. The LS is a memorial supper.

ðòDo This In Remembrance of Meó

ðAmerica has Memorial Day, Christians have 

the LS.

Å5. The LS is a covenant meal.

ð(Heb. 9:15) (Matt. 26:28)

ðThe LS reminds us of the New          

Covenant that we are now under.



What is the Lordõs Supper to Me?
Å6. The LS is a proclamation 

celebration.

ðThe LS is a proclamation to celebrate the 

victory that Jesus had over the Devil in 

His resurrection.

ðòFor as often as you eat this bread and 

drink this cup you PROCLAIM the Lordõs 

death until He comesó (1 Cor. 11:26)

ðJesus rose on the First Day of the Week. 

We proclaim His Death, Burial and 

Resurrection every First Day of the week 

in the LS.



What is the Lordõs Supper to Me?
Å7. The LS is a family fellowship.

ðThis is the aspect of the LS that Paul 

was emphasizing to the Corinthians.

ðAll of Godõs Children are brothers 

and sisters and should be treated that 

way.

ðExclusiveness in observing the LS 

was hurting the fellowship of the 

Corinthian Christians.

ðThey were hungry and rushing to eat 

the LS and neglecting to wait for all 

their brethren to get there to eat.
